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1. GENERAL PROVISIONS

1.1. The All-Ukrainian public organization "NGO Coalition for Persons with Intellectual
Disabilities" (hereinafter - the " NGO Coalition") is a voluntary non-profit all-Ukrainian public
organization created by citizens of Ukraine on the basis of unity of interests for the joint
realization of their rights and freedoms.

1.2. The “NGO Coalition" carries out its activities on the basis of legality, humanity, common
interests and equal rights of its members, transparency, voluntariness and self-governance.
1.3. The “NGO Coalition” was created for an indefinite period and acquires the status of a
legal entity from the moment of its state registration with the Ministry of Justice of Ukraine.
1.4. The “NGO Coalition" has an independent balance sheet, separate property, accounts
in banking institutions, including hard currency accounts, necessary seals, stamps, forms,
the samples of which are approved by the Council of the “NGO Coalition”.

1.5. The “NGO Coalition”can use its own symbols (emblem, other distinguishing mark, flag).
Samples of the symbols of the Coalition NGO are approved by the Council of the Coalition
NGO. The symbols are registered in accordance with the procedure established by the
Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine.

1.6. The “NGO Coalition" carries out its activities on the basis of the Constitution of Ukraine, the
legislation in force on the territory of Ukraine, in particular, the Law of Ukraine "On the Ratification
of the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities and the Optional Protocol to it", the
Law of Ukraine "On Public Associations”, the Law of Ukraine "On social services", the Law of
Ukraine "On the Rehabilitation of the Disabled in Ukraine”, relevant international acts to which
Ukraine has joined, and the existing Syayute of the "NGO Coalition" , hereinafter referred to as the
"Statute”.

1.7. The activities of the “NGO Coalition" extend to the territory of the whole of Ukraine.

1.8. The “NGO Coalition" has the following name:

1.8.1. Full:

in Ukrainian: “BceykpaiHcbka rpomagcbka opraHidauis «Koaniuis 3axucty npaB ocCib 3 iHBanigHicTio
BHACNIAOK IHTeNeKTyanbHUX NopyLIEeHb;

in English: All Ukrainian NGO Coalition for Persons with Intellectual Disabilities.

1.8.2. Abbreviated:

In Ukrainian: BI'O «Koaniuis».

1.9. The Coalition NGO can use its name on forms, seals, stamps, symbols and paraphernalia.
1.10. In order to fulfill the tasks and goals of the Statute of the “NGO Coalition", it can carry out the
necessary activities by creating legal entities (companies, enterprises, etc.).

2. PURPOSE, MAIN OBJECTIVES OF THE ACTIVITY OF THE NGO COALITION
2.1. The main goal of the “NGO Coalition" is to ensure equal rights and laws of social, economic,
creative, age-related, national-cultural, sports and other common interests and needs of persons
with intellectual disabilities, their representatives (relatives, adoptive parents, guardians or
custodians, specialists ) - members of the NGO Coalition. The goal is achieved by removing
obstacles and barriers that prevent the provision of rights and satisfaction of the needs of such
persons and their inclusion in the community, including in cases of discrimination, caused by their
lack of access, on an equal basis with others, to reasonable accommodations in accordance with
individual needs, receiving social and rehabilitation services, obtaining access to objects of the
physical environment, transport, information and communication; as well as taking into account
individual capabilities, abilities and interests - to education, work, culture, physical culture and
sports, involvement of these persons in social activities, implementation of public control over the
observance of the rights of persons with disabilities, representation of their interests and
elimination of any manifestations of discrimination regarding persons with disabilities, in
particular, the right to use the benefits and preferences provided for by law.
2.2 The main tasks of the NGO "Coalition" are:
2.2.1. combating discrimination of persons with intellectual disabilities, in particular in cases of
failure to provide reasonable accommodation in accordance with individual needs and initiating
changes to legislation with the aim of introducing legislative guarantees at the individual level
regarding access to reasonable accommodation;
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2.2.2. promoting the state's full fulfillment of its international obligations and obligations to citizens
with intellectual disabilities in accordance with the ratified UN Convention on the Rights of
Persons with Disabilities;

2.2.3. attracting the attention of state authorities, other state and non-state structures, mass
media, specialists and the public to the problems of persons with intellectual disabilities, their
families and specialists involved in providing services to this group of citizens, forming a positive
public opinion regarding the equal inclusion of persons with intellectual disabilities to local
communities;

2.2.4. opposing the systemic institutionalization of persons with intellectual disabilities, promoting
the development and implementation of innovative projects aimed at the study and application of
innovative social and rehabilitation services, methods of social adaptation and rehabilitation,
supported decision-making, as an alternative to the system of guardianship and care of adults;
2.2.5. participation in the development and implementation of local, regional, national,
international programs aimed at implementing modern approaches to providing social assistance
to people with intellectual disabilities and their families;

2.2.6. assistance in the implementation of new specialties, training courses and scientific
disciplines related to the provision of social services to persons with intellectual disabilities and
their families, the implementation of guardianship and care over adult disabled persons and
persons whose legal capacity is limited in accordance with the procedure established by law;
2.2.7. generalization, improvement and dissemination of the experience of implementing
modern methods and the best models of care for the target group at the international,
national, regional and local levels;

2.2.8. promoting the improvement of social protection of people with intellectual
disabilities and their family members, improving their financial situation, as well as
providing assistance to persons who, due to intellectual disabilities, are limited in the
realization of their rights and legitimate interests;

2.2.9. promoting the creation and implementation of innovative models of providing social
services at the community level for the rehabilitation and adaptation of people with
intellectual disabilities in Ukraine, as well as advocacy for access to social and
rehabilitation services;

2.2.10. promotion of more effective, stable functioning, development and improvement of
professional competence of non-state (charitable, public, religious, commercial and other)
and state organizations that deal with the problems of people with disabilities and people
with intellectual disabilities, their families and provide them with social services;

2.2.11. initiating and participating in conducting research on the condition, problems,
ensuring rights on an equal basis with other people with intellectual disabilities;

2.2.12. creation of conditions for exchange of experience between non-governmental
organizations, communal institutions, state organizations that provide services to persons
with intellectual disabilities and protect their rights;

2.2.13. assistance in the development of volunteerism in the field of social protection, health care,
education of persons with intellectual disabilities in order to improve their quality of life and
inclusion in local communities

2.3. In order to achieve its goal, “NGO Coalition" has the right to:

2.3.1. freely disseminate information about their activities, promote their purpose;

2.3.2. apply to state authorities, local self-government bodies, local executive authorities, their
officials and employees with proposals (remarks), statements (petitions), complaints in accordance
with the procedure established by law;

2.3.3. to receive public information in the possession of subjects of authority, other managers of
public information, in accordance with the procedure established by law;

2.3.4. to participate, in accordance with the procedure established by the law, in the development
of draft legal acts issued by state authorities, local self-government bodies and related to the
sphere of activity of the NGO "Coalition" and important issues of state and public life;

2.3.5. to hold peaceful assemblies;

2.3.6. to involve volunteers in the implementation of measures in the field of social protection of
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persons with intellectual disabilities;

2.3.7. to interact with institutions of culture, science, physical education, sports, etc. in order to
facilitate the realization of the rights and satisfaction of the interests of persons with intellectual
disabilities and their inclusion in local communities;

2.3.8. to be a participant in civil legal relations, to acquire property and non-property rights in
accordance with legislation;

2.3.9. carry out business activities directly, if it is provided by law, or through legal entities
(companies, enterprises) created in accordance with the law, if such activity corresponds to the
purpose of the public association and contributes to its achievement;

2.3.10. to establish mass media in order to achieve the statutory goal of the "Coalition” NGO;
2.3.11. participate in the implementation of state regulatory policy in accordance with the Law of
Ukraine "On the principles of state regulatory policy in the field of economic activity";

2.3.12. participate in the work of consultative, advisory and other auxiliary bodies formed by state
authorities, local self-government bodies, state and communal institutions in order to conduct
consultations with public associations and prepare recommendations on issues related to the
sphere of their activities;

2.3.13. independently plan their activities, including by implementing their own programs or
participating in the programs of other organizations;

2.3.14. to attract organizational, informational, financial, volunteer and material assistance from
domestic and foreign organizations and individual citizens for use in order to fulfill statutory tasks;

2.3.15. participate in the creation and improvement of the informational and methodological base
on various aspects of intellectual violations, rights and problems of the target group and their
resolution;

2.3.16. organize, conduct or participate in educational events - seminars, trainings, educational
modules, supervision, lecture cycles, etc., aimed at improving qualifications, obtaining a higher
level of professional skills, acquiring basic knowledge or individual skills for specialists, students,
managers and practical workers of the social sphere, involved in the care of persons with
intellectual disabilities, as well as for representatives of the target group, volunteers and parents;

2.3.17. to organize and coordinate the implementation of the day care program for persons with
disabilities due to intellectual disabilities with the involvement of non-governmental organizations
- active members of the " NGO Coalition";

2.3.18. to carry out the necessary economic and other commercial activities by creating self-
financing institutions and organizations with the status of a legal entity, establishing enterprises in
accordance with the procedure established by current legislation;

2.3.19. exercise other rights and perform other activities not prohibited by law.

2.4. The NGO Coalition has the right to organize, promote and provide social services to persons
with disabilities, their family members, and other persons in accordance with the Law of Ukraine
"On Social Services".

2.5. NGO Caoalition and/or a legal entity created by it (association, enterprise) can be the
executor of a state order and a social order in accordance with the law.

C. MEMBERS OF THE COALITION, THEIR RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS
3.1. The founders of the Coalition NGO are its members.
3.2. Members of the Coalition "Coalition" can be:

3.2.1. individual members - citizens of Ukraine, foreign citizens and stateless persons who
are persons with disabilities, their legal representatives, members of their families,
specialists, volunteers, human rights defenders who have reached the age of 18, recognize
the charter of the NGO "Coalition" and act in accordance with it, pay admission and
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membership fees, support the Coalition NGO through their activities and in other ways,
contribute to the fulfillment of its goals and objectives. The procedure for entering, exiting,
as well as the activity of an individual member is regulated by a separate provision on
individual membership in the "Coalition” NGO, which is approved by the Council of the
"Coalition" NGO.

3.2.2. collective members - public, charitable, religious, volunteer, youth organizations,
collectives of enterprises, state and communal institutions, organizations, scientific
institutions, educational institutions registered in Ukraine, which participate in the
implementation of statutory tasks, recognize the requirements of the provisions of the
Charter and implement the decisions of the management bodies. The procedure for
entering, exiting, as well as the activities of a collective member is regulated by a separate
provision on collective membership in the "Coalition" NGO, which is approved by the
Council of the "Coalition” NGO.

3.3. Members of the NGO "Coalition" have the right to:
3.3.1. participate in activities to implement the goals and objectives of the "Coalition" NGO;

3.3.2. to participate in the management of the affairs of the NGO "Coalition" in the ways
provided for in the Statute, including to be elected to the Council of NGO "Coalition”;

3.3.3. use the information network of the NGO "Coalition" and all services provided by the
NGO "Coalition™;

3.3.4. apply to the " NGO Coalition" with a request for assistance in protecting one's rights;

Z.Z.5. to receive information about the activities of the NGO "Coalition”, to get acquainted
with the current state of implementation of the programs and goals of the NGO "Coalition”,
charity programs of the " NGO Coalition";

3.3.6. to make proposals on the activities of the NGO Coalition and demand their
consideration by the Coalition Conference;

3.3.7. to propose priority and promising areas of activity of the " NGO Coalition";
3.3.8. to withdraw from the membership of “NGO Coalition”.
3.4. Members of the Coalition are obliged to:

3.4.1. take a direct part in the activities of the " NGO Coalition";

3.4.2. to carry out the instructions and decisions of the management bodies of the "NGO
Coalition”;

3.4.3. to comply with the requirements of the Charter of the "NGO Coalition" and the
decisions of the Conference and the Council, adopted within their competence;

3.4.4. promote the activities of the NGO Coalition, refrain from actions that may harm the
activity or reputation of the Coalition, or contradict its goals and objectives;

3.4.5. to pay membership fees on time.

3.5. A newly admitted member of the "NGO Coalition" is obliged to pay a membership fee.
The size and terms of payment of such membership fee are determined by the Council of
the NGO Coalition.

3.6. Membership in “NGO Coalition” is terminated:
3.6.1. in the case of voluntary withdrawal from “NGO Coalition";

3.6.2. in the event of the death of an individual member of the " NGO Coalition";



3.6.3. by decision of the Council of the "NGO Coalition".

3.7. A member of the "NGO Coalition" has the right to withdraw from the membership of the
"NGO Coalition" at any time by submitting this to the Council of the "NGO Coalition": a
natural person - a relevant application in person or by mail, a legal entity - a decision of the
governing body of the organization to withdraw from the "NGO Coalition".

3.8. A member of the "NGO Coalition" may be expelled from the "NGO Coalition" by
decision of the Council on the following grounds:

3.8.1. carrying out activities that contradict the goals, tasks or interests of the NGO Coalition
or harm its reputation;

3.8.2. violation of the requirements of this State;

3.8.3. closure or termination of the activities of a collective member of the "NGO Coalition".

4. ORGANIZATIONAL STRUCTURE OF THE NGO COALITION

4.1. To carry out its functions, the “NGO Coalition" creates an organizational structure that
consists of:

4.1.1. Conferences of the “NGO"Coalition";

4.1.2. Council of "NGO Coalition";
4.1.3. the chairman of the Council of the "NGO Coalition™;

4.1.4. executive director;
4.1.5. executive directorate of the NGO "Coalition";
4.1.6. audit commission;

4.1.7. separate units.

5. MANAGEMENT BODIES

5.1. The highest governing body.

5.1.1 The highest governing body of the "NGO Coalition" is the Conference of members of
the "NGO Coalition" (hereinafter - the Conference), which is attended by members of the
"NGO Coalition" or their representatives.

5.1.2. The Regular Conference is convened at least once a year. An Extraordinary
Conference may be convened by the Council of the NGOCoalition NGO on its own initiative,
or by the Chairman of the Council of the Coalition NGO at the written request of the control
body of the Coalition NGO or at the written request of at least one third of the members of
the Coalition NGO in the event that the initiator of the convening considers that the
Conference should consider and resolve issues that are of great importance for the
activities of the "Coalition" NGO.

5.1.3. About the convening of a regular or extraordinary Conference, all members of the
"Coalition” NGO are notified no later than 10 days before the date of the start of the
conference.

5.1.4. The agenda of the Conference is determined by the Council of the " NGO Coalition"
or the initiator of its convening. The Conference itself has the right to make a decision on
additions to the agenda of the ordinary or extraordinary Conference on the initiative of at
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least one of the members of the "NGO Coalition" , or the head of the Council or the head of
the control body of the "NGO Coalition", provided that the majority of the members voted for
the addition to the agenda. the number of members of the " NGO Coalition" (their
representatives) present at the meeting.

The Chairman of the Conference is obliged to put to the vote the issue of additions to the
agenda of the Conference as the first question, if such a written request was received in the
period between the announcement of the convocation and the very beginning of the work of
the Conference.

5.1.5. The conference has the right to consider the issues included in the agenda and make
relevant decisions, provided that at least half of the members of the " NGO Coalition" (their
representatives) participate in such meetings. Voting can be open or secret. During voting at
the Conference, each member of the " NGO Coalition" has one vote. All individuals or one
representative from a legal entity (delegate) have the right to participate in the Conference.

5.1.6. Decisions of the Conference, with the exception of decisions on the termination of the
activities of the "NGO Coalition”, amendments and additions to the Statute, are made by a
simple majority of the votes of the members of the "NGO Coalition" present (their
representatives).

5.1.7. Decisions on the termination of the activities of the " NGO Coalition" and the
introduction of amendments and additions to the Statute are taken by at least 3/4 of the
votes of the " NGO Coalition" members (their representatives) present at the Conference.

5.1.8. The exclusive competence of the Conference includes:

« approval of the Charter, making changes and additions to it;

« definition of the main areas of activity of the “NGO Coalition™;

e approval of strategic plans regarding the subject of charity and social programs of the
NGO Coalition;

« approval of the main sections and directions for the use of financial resources in relation to
the annual estimate of the NGO Coalition;

» consideration of the financial reports of the Chairman of the Council for the past year;

« approval of the Council's annual reports on the activities of the NGO Coalition;

» consideration of the reports of the Audit Commission of the Council regarding the results
of control over the targeted use of funds and property of the NGO Coalition, conclusions of
the Audit Commission with analysis and commentary on the annual reports and balance
sheets of the NGO Coalition;

e making a decision on the creation of the "NGO Coalition" independently or jointly with
other legal and/or natural persons of business entities or other legal entities, on the entry
of the "NGO Coalition" into the existing business entities, determining the amounts and
forms of contributions “NGO "Coalition" to the statutory funds of such business entities;

+ election and re-election of members of the Council of NGO "Coalition", the Audit
Commission, the chairman of the Council of NGO "Coalition";

making decisions about the reorganization and liquidation of “NGO Coalition".
The conference of the " NGO Coalition" has the right to make decisions also on other issues

related to the activities of the "NGO Coalition", with the exception of issues related to the
control functions of the Audit Commission of the " NGO Coalition".

5.1.9. Decisions of the Conference are formalized in minutes (excerpts from minutes). The
minutes of the Conference must be drawn up no later than five working days from the date
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of the end of the work of the Conference, and within 10 days after the end of the work of the
Conference, it must be sent for review to individual members, to local branches, institutions
and organizations that are members of the "NGO Coalition".

At the first request of a member of the "NGO Coalition”, he (his representative) must be
given the opportunity to familiarize himself with the minutes of the Conference at the
location of the "NGO Coalition".

The procedure for electing and recalling members of the management bodies of “NGO
Coalition” is regulated by the provisions of this Statute.

5.2. The governing body of the NGO "Coalition"

5.2.1. The governing body of the "NGO Coalition" is the Council, which is elected once
every three years during the reporting and election Conference of the " NGO Coalition” from
among representatives of local branches and collective members of the "NGO Coalition".

The Council of the NGO Coalition consists of the Chairman of the Council, the Deputy
Chairman of the Council, the Executive Director and members of the Council and operates
in the period between Conferences.

Regions of Ukraine are represented in the Council, the composition of the Council does not
exceed 27 members. The Council of the NGO Coalition is accountable to the Conference
and organizes the implementation of the decisions of the Conference.

In the event that a member of the Council is unable to fulfill his duties (death, dismissal from
the position as part of the member organization of the "NGO Coalition", withdrawal from the
membership of the "NGO Coalition", other circumstances), the Conference, on the proposal
of the Council, elects another member in his place for a term until the next reporting and
election Conference.

Chairman of the Council of the "NGO Coalition:

- carries out general management of the preparation of issues to be considered by the Council of
the "NGO Coalition" and the development of draft decisions;

- reports to the Council on the state of affairs in the " NGO Coalition";

- chairs the meetings of the Council and manages its work;

- is responsible to the Conference of members of "NGO Coalition" for compliance with the
Statute and decisions of the Conference of members of "NGO Coalition";

- is responsible for the preparation of annual reports on the activities of the "NGO Coalition" and
publishes these reports to the "NGO Coalition" Conference;

- identifies and submits for approval to the Conference of members of "NGO Coalition" the
candidacies of members of the Council of "NGO Coalition";

- develops and proposes prospective development plans of the " NGO Coalition”;

- represents "NGO Coalition" in relations with state bodies and organizations, public
associations, foreign organizations.

The Chairman of the Council is elected to this position from among the representatives of local
branches and organizations - members of the “NGO Coalition” by the ordinary or extraordinary
reporting and election Conference for a term of three years.

In the absence of the Chairman of the Council, his powers are exercised by the Deputy
Chairman of the Council.

5.2.2. The competence of the Council of the " NGO Coalition" includes:

- preparation of issues for the consideration of the Conference and drafts of their decisions;
preparation of proposals regarding the main sections and directions for the use of financial
resources of the annual estimate of the " NGO Coalition" and the financial report for the past
calendar year;

- approval of candidates for hiring and dismissal of heads of structural subdivisions of the "NGO
Coalition";

- approval of the provisions on the structural divisions of the "NGO Coalition", which are legal
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entities;

- approval of samples of the seal, stamp, the Regulation on the symbols of the "NGO Coalition",

its description and image;

- approval of recommendations regarding the appointment of an administrative-executive body

(executive directorate and executive director);

making a decision on admission to the membership of the "NGO Coalition" and exclusion from

the number of members;

- determining the size and terms of payment of membership fees;

- approval of the internal structure of the " NGO Coalition”;

- resolution of other issues put on the agenda of the meeting of the Council of "NGO Coalition"

by the chairman or at least two members of the Council of "NGO Coalition”.

5.2.3. The decision of the Council of the "NGO Coalition" is adopted at its meetings, convened

by the chairman as necessary, but at least once every six months, and is considered adopted if

the majority of Council members voted for it. The decisions of the Council are signed by the

Chairman of the Council of “NGO Coalition” and the secretary of the meeting. If the chairman of

the Council refuses to sign the decision of the Council, this is noted in the decision, which is

certified by the signatures of at least three participants of the Council meeting.

5.2.4. Members of the governing body (except the chairman) do not receive a salary for their

work in this body. Documentally confirmed expenses due to the fulfillment of statutory duties in

the Council may be reimbursed from the funds of the NGO Coalition by decision of the Council.

5.3. Administrative and executive body

5.3.1. The executive directorate is the administrative-executive body that carries out general

management of the current activities of the "NGO Coalition".

5.3.2. Within the competence of the executive directorate:

* implementation of the decisions of the Conference and the Council of the "NGO Coalition”;

« development and implementation of activity plans and programs of the NGO Coalition;

* implementation of the strategy of "NGO Coalition™;

« organization of a trial period of work for newly hired employees, preparation of proposals for the

executive director regarding the application of incentive measures or disciplinary sanctions to

employees;

«implementation of ongoing control over the activities of separate units, branches, branches

and other structural units of the NGO Coalition;
« development of projects of perspective development plans of NGO Coalition.
5.3.3. executive director:
» carries out operational management of the current activities of “NGO Coalition” within the
limits of the powers and rights granted to it by this Statute;
* represents "NGO Coalition” without a power of attorney in relations with all state bodies,
enterprises, institutions, organizations of all forms of ownership, without exception, with
individuals;

e concludes and signs economic and other contracts (agreements, contracts) on behalf of
the NGO Coalition, acts as a manager of its funds and property, taking into account the
restrictions established by this Statute, exercises the right of first signature on the
payment documents of the NGO Coalition;

* issues, taking into account the restrictions established by this Statute, powers of attorney
for the right to perform actions on behalf of the NGO Coalition and to represent its
interests;

* organizes the implementation of the decisions of the Conference and the Council of the
"NGO Coalition™;

organizes the process of document circulation directly both in the executive directorate of
"NGO Coalition" and in its relations with other legal entities and individuals;

* prepares the meetings of the Council and the Conference of the "NGO Coalition";

* hires and dismisses employees of the " NGO Coalition" (heads of structural divisions and
the chief accountant - on the recommendation of the Council of the "NGO Coalition"),



applies incentives to them (decides on bonuses within the approved budget of the " NGO
Coalition") and fines;
* approves the instructions on the job duties of the employees of the “NGO Coalition”;
* opens accounts in bank institutions;

e within the limits of his competence, issues orders and decrees, gives instructions that are

mandatory for all departments and full-time employees of the "NGO Coalition";

* reports on the results of the current activities of the NGO Coalition to the Council of the
NGO Coalition;
* resolves other issues referred to its competence by the Statute or internal documents of
the NGO Coalition.
5.3.4. The Chairman of the Council and the Executive Director have the right to refuse to
perform their duties, or may be dismissed in accordance with the labor legislation of
Ukraine.

5.4. The controlling body of the " NGO Coalition”

5.4.1. The Audit Commission is the control body of the "NGO Coalition". The Audit
Commission is elected by the Conference from among the representatives of the collective
members of the "NGO Coalition”, consisting of the chairman and at least four members of
the Audit Commission for a term of three years. Members of the Audit Commission may
include members of the public who are not members of the " NGO Coalition".

5.4.2. The audit commission supervises the activities of the Council of the NGO Coalition,
the chairman of the Council, the executive director, branches, branches and other
structural divisions of the NGO Coalition, heads of structural divisions, as well as the
activities of business entities created by the "NGO Coalition" alone (hereinafter referred to
as control objects in this section).

The audit commission of “NGO Coalition” controls:

« compliance by the objects of control with their powers when making decisions,
concluding and executing contracts, implementing programs approved by the Council of
"NGO Coalition" or providing charitable assistance in other forms;

» expenditure of funds and use of property of the " NGO Coalition", compliance of their use
with the approved estimate and programs of the " NGO Coalition";

e the effectiveness of the use of the property of "NGO Coalition" both by " NGO Coalition"
itself and by its separate units, branches, representative offices or entities of
entrepreneurial activity founded by the "NGO Coalition" alone;

» compliance of the quantitative and qualitative composition of the personnel of control
objects with their tasks and functions;

* preparation and reporting to the Conference of the results of inspections carried out in
control facilities;

 drawing up and submitting for consideration and approval to the Conference a conclusion
with a detailed analysis and commentary on the annual reports and balance sheets of the
"NGO Coalition".

5.4.3. In order to perform the powers attributed to the competence of the Audit
Commission, each of its members has the right to:

» unimpeded access to all premises used by control facilities;

» access to documents used or created in the course of work by objects of control, to
documents on the accounting of goods and material values, on settlements made with
third parties;

* participation in meetings of the Council of the " NGO Coalition" or working meetings of
structural subdivisions, cells, branches, representative offices of the "NGO Coalition".
5.4.4. The audit commission is convened by the chairman of the audit commission as
necessary, but at least once a year.
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5.4.5. The Audit Commission is authorized to resolve issues within its competence,
provided that the majority of the members of the Audit Commission are present at its
meeting.

5.4.6 Decisions of the Audit Commission are adopted by a majority of votes and are
formalized in acts signed by the majority of members of the Audit Commission.

5.5. Members of the management, executive or control body have the right to refuse to
perform their duties by submitting an appropriate application addressed to the Chairman of
the Council of "NGO Coalition", and the Chairman of the Council - an application to the
Council. The next Conference makes a decision on the election of a member of the
management or control body in place of the absent one.

During the absence of the head of the executive or control body, his duties are temporarily
performed by the deputy until the absent head is elected in accordance with the
procedures defined by this Statute.

5.6. Separate units:
5.6.1. Separate units are structural divisions of the NGO Coalition, which are located
outside of its actual location and conduct work on the basis of their Regulations, which
must not contradict the NGO Coalition Statute, are adopted by their highest governing
body and approved by the Council of the NGO Coalition.
5.6.2. Separate subdivisions of the “NGO Coalition” may be without the status of a legal
entity or with the status of a legal entity.
5.6.3. Separate subdivisions of the NGO Coalition can be legal entities after their
registration in accordance with the procedure established by law.
5.6.4. Separate subdivisions created without the status of a legal entity legalize their
activities by means of a notice of establishment.

6. PROCEDURE FOR APPEAL OF DECISIONS, ACTIONS, INACTIONS OF THE
LEADING BODIES OF THE COALITION ORGANIZATION ORGANIZATION AND
CONSIDERATION OF COMPLAINTS:

6.1. Members of "NGO Coalition" have the right to appeal the decision, action or inaction
of another member of "NGO Coalition”, the Executive Director, the chairman of the
Council, the Council or the Conference of "NGO Coalition" by submitting a written
complaint:

6.1.1. The initial complaint against the actions, inaction or decision of a member of the
"NGO Coalition" is submitted to the Chairman of the Council, who is obliged to receive
written explanations from the person whose actions, inaction or decision are contested,
and to consider the complaint with written explanations within 20 (twenty) working days
and inform the complainant about the results of its review.

In case of rejection of the complaint, a repeated complaint is submitted to the Council of
the "NGO Coalition", which is obliged to consider the complaint at the next meeting, with a
mandatory summons of the complaining member of the "NGO Coalition", as well as the
"NGO Coalition" member, actions, inaction or whose decision is appealed. In case of
rejection of the complaint by the Council, a repeated complaint is submitted to the
Conference of the "Coalition" NGO, which is obliged to consider the complaint at another
extraordinary meeting, with a mandatory summons of the complaining member of the
"Coalition” NGO, as well as the action of the "Coalition" NGO member. the inaction or
decision of which is appealed;

6.1.2. On the actions, inaction or decision of the Executive Director - the initial complaint is
submitted to the Council, which is obliged to consider the complaint at the next meeting,
with a mandatory summons of the member of the "NGO Coalition" who is complaining, as
well as the Executive Director whose actions, inaction or decision are contested . In case
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of rejection of the complaint by the Council, a repeated complaint is submitted to the
Conference of the "NGO Coalition", which is obliged to consider the complaint at a regular
or extraordinary meeting, with a mandatory summons of the member of the "NGO
Coalition", who is complaining, as well as the Executive Director, actions, inaction or
whose decisions are appealed,;

6.1.3. On the actions, inaction or decision of a member of the Council - the initial
complaint is submitted to the Chairman of the Council, and in the event that the actions,
inaction or decision of the Chairman of the Council are contested - to his deputy, who is
obliged to convene a meeting of the Council and consider the complaint within 20 (twenty)
working days days, with a mandatory summons of the member of the “NGO Coalition”
who is complaining, as well as the member of the Council whose actions, inaction or
decision are disputed. In case of rejection of the complaint by the Chairman of the Council
or at a meeting of the Council, a repeated complaint is submitted to the Conference of the
"NGO Coalition", which is obliged to consider the complaint at a regular or extraordinary
meeting, with a mandatory summons of the member of the "NGO Coalition" who is
complaining, as well as the member of the Action Council, whose inaction or decision is
contested.

6.1.4. Actions, inactions or decisions of the Conference of the " NGO Coalition" - to the
court, in accordance with the legislation in force at the time of appeal of such actions,
inactions or decisions.

6.2. In case of absence during the review of the complaint of the complaining member of
the "NGO Coalition", the complaint remains unconsidered, and in the absence of the
member of the "NGO Coalition" whose actions, inaction or decision are contested, the
decision may be adopted in his absence.

6.3. Notification of a summons to consider a complaint of a complaining member of the
"NGO Coalition" , as well as of a member of the "NGO Coalition” whose actions, inaction
or decision are being contested, is carried out by sending a notification by e-mail.

6.4. A complaint that needs to be considered at an extraordinary Conference of "NGO
Coalition" is the basis for convening such a Conference within thirty days from the date of
receipt of such a complaint.

7. PERSONNEL, PAYMENT, SOCIAL SECURITY

7.1. Work on the selection of full-time workers in the "NGO Coalition" is carried out by the
executive director, who manages the activities of employees in accordance with the law.
7.2. Labor relations are regulated by labor agreements (contracts), rules of internal
procedure, job instructions in accordance with the current legislation of Ukraine.
7.3. Employment contracts (contracts), including contracts between employees and "NGO
Coalition" are concluded (terminated) by the executive director of "NGO Coalition" on the
basis of the current labor legislation of Ukraine.
7.4 Current labor legislation applies to full-time employees of the "NGO Coalition™ .
7.5. The payment and incentives of full-time employees are carried out in accordance with
the estimates of projects and programs approved for implementation by “NGO Coalition” .
7.6. Employees hired for permanent employment enjoy mandatory social rights established
by current legislation (vacation, recreation, social insurance, etc.) and additional ones, if
stipulated in the employee's contract.
7.7. Social benefits to employees who are engaged to perform specific tasks
target tasks within the framework of the statutory activity, are established in the contract,
which is agreed with the employee.
7.8. Labor disputes and misunderstandings between employees, between employees
and "NGO Coalition" is considered in accordance with the current legislation of Ukraine.

8. PROPERTY AND FUNDS. PROCEDURE FOR THEIR USE
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1. "NGO Coalition" may own houses, buildings, equipment, equipment, vehicles, inventory,
property, funds, shares, other securities necessary to ensure the activities provided for by the
Charter.
8.2. The funds of the " NGO Coalition" are formed from:
* membership fees of members of "NGO Coalition";
 voluntary contributions and donations, including those of a targeted nature (charitable
contributions, non-refundable financial assistance and grants), provided by individuals and
legal entities in monetary and in-kind form (including from non-residents);

e funds and other property transferred by the founders or the state;
« income from fundraising campaigns, charity mass events, charity auctions, lectures,
seminars, excursions, exhibitions, lotteries, etc.;
* passive income;
 funds or property received from the main activity and assets transferred by another non-
profit organization of the relevant type after its liquidation;
* revenues from economic, production and publishing activities created by the " NGO
Coalition" of self-supporting institutions and organizations that have the rights of a legal
entity;

evoluntary donations, gifts, bequests and other contributions of domestic and foreign

enterprises, institutions, organizations and citizens;

* Property and funds of the organization cannot be pledged. "NGO Coalition" is not entitled to
act as a guarantor, guarantor, guarantor for the obligations of third parties.
8.3. "NGO Caoalition" has the right to make any agreements regarding property and funds
owned by "NGO Coalition" that do not contradict the statutory goals and status of "NGO
Coalition" as a non-profit organization and the legislation of Ukraine.
8.4. Proceeds to “NGO Coalition” in the form of passive income are directed exclusively to
the statutory activity and ensuring economic activity in accordance with this Statute and the
current legislation of Ukraine.
8.5. "NGO Coalition" does not have the right to distribute the received income (profit) or their
parts among the founders (participants), members of "NGO Coalition", employees (except for
payment of their labor, calculation of a single social contribution), members of management
bodies and others related to them persons. All income of the “NGO Coalition” is used
exclusively for statutory activities.
8.6. The procedure for using the property and funds of the "NGO Coalition" is determined by
its management bodies in accordance with the powers granted to them by this Statute.
"NGO Coalition" is a non-profit organization from the moment of its entry into the relevant
register by the state tax service.

9. INTERNATIONAL ACTIVITIES OF THE NGO COALITION

9.1. In its international activities, the " NGO Coalition" is guided by the current legislation of
Ukraine and international agreements of Ukraine, ratified by the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine.
9.2. " NGO Caoalition" has the right to join international organizations, create international
unions, other organizations, maintain direct international contacts and connections,

conclude relevant agreements, as well as participate in the implementation of measures that
do not conflict with Ukraine's international obligations and norms of international law.

10. ACCOUNTING, REPORTING AND CONTROL PROCEDURE
10.1. “NGO Caoalition” is registered with the state tax inspection authorities and makes
payments to the budget in the manner and in the amounts prescribed by law.
10.2. “NGO Coalition” keeps operational and accounting records of the results of its activities,
submits statistical reports in the prescribed manner and volume to the relevant state bodies

10.3. The accounting financial year of the NGO Coalition coincides with the calendar year.
10.4. Control over the economic activity of the "NGO Coalition" is carried out by state
bodies, within the limits stipulated by the current legislation.
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11. AMENDMENTS AND AMENDMENTS TO THE STATUTES
11.1. Changes and additions to this Statute are made by the decision of the Conference of
the "NGO Coalition", which is adopted by 3/4 of the votes of the members of the "NGO
Coalition" delegated to it.
11.2. The Ministry of Justice of Ukraine shall notify the Ministry of Justice of Ukraine of the
changes and additions to this Statute of the "NGO Coalition" in accordance with the
current legislation and within the time limit established by the current legislation.

12. REORGANIZATION OR LIQUIDATION OF "NGO COALITION"

12.1. The termination of the activity of the “NGO Coalition” takes place through its
reorganization or liquidation.

12.2. The reorganization of the " NGO Coalition" is taking place by the decision of the
Conference of the " NGO Coalition".

12.3. Liquidation of "NGO Coalition" is carried out by decision of the Conference of "NGO
Coalition" or a court decision.

12.4. Decisions to terminate the activities of the NGO Coalition are made by 3/4 of the votes
of the Conference delegates.

12.5 The liquidation of the "NGO Coalition" is carried out by the Liquidation Commission
established by the Conference or the court.

12.6. The conference or the court that made a decision on the liquidation of “NGO Coalition”
establishes the procedure and deadline for the liquidation, as well as the deadline for filing
claims by creditors, which cannot be less than 2 months from the moment of the
announcement of the liquidation of “NGO Coalition” in the official press , and which is
published by the Liquidation Commission within a period of no more than 3 days from the
moment of its appointment.

12.7. The Liquidation Commission evaluates the available property of the "NGO Coalition",
which is being liquidated, settles with creditors, draws up the liquidation balance sheet and
hands it over to the body that appointed the Liquidation Commission.

12.8. Funds and other property of the " NGO Coalition" in the event of its liquidation
cannot be redistributed among its members and, after the satisfaction of creditors' claims,
must be transferred to another non-profit organization of the appropriate type or included
in the state's income.
12.9. In case of reorganization of the “NGO Coalition”, its rights and obligations are
transferred to its legal successor.
